Inspection update:  Repair to low fence adjacent to parking area is in hand.

Maintenance of entrance gate to field in Station Road: M Burke to fit rubber 'buffer' to reduce noise when the gate closes.


Weed control policy - Grass cutting Scope of Work:  It was agreed that the document should be amended to allow the use of weed-killer in specific areas.  

These areas are the block paving paths, borders of the car parks and the driveway, where mechanical means of removal are impracticable.  There are other specific areas in the village, such as around lamp posts which could be safely similarly treated. 


Use of a selective weed-killer should also be allowed on the playing field area to maintain the quality of the playing surface.
